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Last Fall we updated BOAF members on the timeline for the International Code Councilôs IGCC 
development process. Now we are celebrating of the achievement of our first milestone - the re-
lease of the Public Version.  We would like to present you with a sneak peek into the next phase 
of the development and also extend the opportunity for providing feedback to us.   
 
As of January 2010, the Sustainable Technical Building Committee (SBTC) has completed a se-
ries of five public drafting meetings, which began last summer. These meetings, along with spe-
cific expert committees, known as Work Groups, helped chart the course for the development of 
the first Public Version to be released next in March.  
 

Jurisdictions seeking to develop 2010 legislation can use this version as a resource tool. How-

ever, after this initial public version appears, there will be a period of public comment followed by 

public hearings in August 2010. A revised Public Version will be issued in November, and be ad-

dressed at code development hearings in May 2011 (Dallas), with the amended version going on 

to final action hearings in the fall of 2011 (Phoenix), with publication in 2012.  

 

We are encouraging building officials in all states to join in the public comment period.  The Code 
Council and its partners, the AIA and ASTM International, want to hear from you regarding all as-
pects of the draft code, whose chapter titles include:  

Administration 

Compliance 

Site/Land Use 

Materials 

Energy 

Water/IEQ.  
 

A fellow Floridian involved in the process is Phillip McMahan, Regional Manager of the ICC 
(pmcmahan@iccsafe.org). Phil can help offer insight into the development process and specifics.   
 

The goal of the IGCC is to create a strong code that addresses long-term performance in new 
and existing non-residential built structures. To achieve peak performance during the life of a 
building, the IGCC will incorporate critical elements such as usability, flexibility, adoptability and 
enforceability.  As part of the existing I-Code family, which is unique in the industry on both na-
tional and global levels, the Code Council is equipped in every way to create a code ï the IGCC 
ï that would align with both safety and sustainability guidelines.  We canôt do this without you and 
welcome your input in the next phase!

International Code Council Foundation Introduces Professional Development 
Scholarship Program  

  

(Washington D.C.) --- The International Code Council Foundation (ICCF) today announced plans to 
offer a new professional development scholarship program entitled, ñCode of Honor.ò   

  

The goal of the Code of Honor scholarship program is to ensure that the I-Codes continue to reflect 
the consensus view of officials at all levels of government by providing funding to voting governmen-
tal representatives seeking to attend Final Action Code Hearings.  Scholarship categories vary from 
Emerging Leader to Veteran Leader and include a dedicated ñFirst-time Attendeeò award cate-
gory.  The 2010 scholars will be provided support to attend 2010 Final Code Development Hearings 
in either Dallas or Charlotte and 75 scholarships will be awarded. 

Applicants may apply in a variety of categories; however, all Code of Honor scholars must be a Gov-
ernmental Member Voting Representative.  The application database will open no later than the first 
week of March and awards will be made on a first-come, first-served basis.

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The Florida Building Code is supposed to be a national code 
amended for just a few reasons: 

1. Specific conditions unique to Florida  

2. Legislative mandates 

3. Local conditions not addressed in the national code 

4. Issues required to make the code compatible with the Flor-
ida Fire Prevention Code 

5. Proposed code modifications must include a financial impact 
analysis   

 

Over the last ten years hundreds of code modifications have 
been  adopted that do not meet these requirements.  BOAF, 
through our Code Development Committee, has been working 
on a code review project that has identified hundreds of code 
provisions that need to be removed from the code.  Code 
change proposals have been submitted for consideration dur-
ing the TAC committee meetings.  You can review all of the pro-
posed code modifications online at:

Many of the proposed technical amendments may have merit; 
however, if the issue is not unique to Florida, the modification 
should not be adopted.  The proper forum for proposed techni-
cal amendments that are not Florida Specific is at the Interna-
tional Code change process. 

 

Eventually the number of Florida Specific amendments will be 
reduced to a level where it no longer is practical to print an inte-
grated code.  At that point the commission will publish a small 
Florida supplement to the International Building Code.
